The Green anaconda is the heaviest bodied snake in the world.  It can grow six times longer than the average man, weigh eight times as much, and stay underwater for up to ten minutes at a time.  Even so, South African photographer and adventurer Austin Stevens is travelling to the Amazon to catch a wild anaconda in the water, and attempt to bring it to land.  If the snake manages to throw a coil around his arms or neck then its sheer weight will drag Austin below the surface to certain death. It's his most perilous photographic assignment so far.

Just as extreme heat is no barrier to animal life neither is the extreme cold. While some head for warmer climes, many stay put, relying on incredible insulation and highly specialized metabolisms. One of the most social animals of the African plains, the Cape buffalo finds safety in numbers from its only true natural predator, the lion.  Established in the herd is a social hierarchy in which the dominant buffalos decide which direction the herd should travel.  The others, which are lower in the social ladder, are the followers.  In southern Africa, one particular herd, five hundred strong, roams the grasslands around Lake Manyara.  Along the way, they encounter other species, including giraffes, baboons, assorted birds, and elephants.

It's vital to keep cool in the searing heat of the desert. But there's very little shade around, so many desert animals head underground during the heat of the day and only venture out at night.
