It's vital to keep cool in the searing heat of the desert. But there's very little shade around, so many desert animals head underground during the heat of the day and only venture out at night.  The other thing in short supply here is water, but desert rats and birds can manufacture their own through processing the dry seeds they feed on. Just as extreme heat is no barrier to animal life neither is the extreme cold. While some head for warmer climes, many stay put, relying on incredible insulation and highly specialized metabolisms. And if it gets too cold, hibernation is a great way to avoid harsh winter months in the world's coldest regions. 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The natural world is awash with supersenses used in a huge variety of ways, and each of these senses can alter the balance between life and death. Electrical impulses allow predators to locate hidden prey, sharp ears detect the slightest move, and noses are tuned to the slightest odour. But it's not just a matter of eating or avoiding being eaten. Magnetic fields guide whales and birds on long migrations, while supersensitive infrasound hearing allows elephants to communicate across great distances.  Some of the animals featured in this program are hammerhead sharks, wild dogs and wolves, bat-eared foxes, humpback and grey whales and monarch butterflies.



Rarely seen even by those who have made a life's work of their study, great wild cats are creatures of mystery whose ways are shrouded in myth.  The jaguar, the ocelot, the puma, the bobcat, the lynx -- they prowl our jungles, our mountains, our deserts, seeking their prey. But few who have gone looking for the cats have seen more than mere tracks in the earth, or shadows in the dappled light of the forest.
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The blue whale is a perfect symbol for the oceans, the vast blue expanse that dominates our planet while remaining largely unexplored and mysterious.  Yet the oceans are an integral part of our lives.  Their influence dominates the world's weather systems.  They support an enormous range of life, from the largest whales to the smallest plankton, from hordes of sea birds to lonely deep-sea fish.  All this is governed by a complex system of biological and physical forces.  This first episode demonstrates the sheer scale, power and complexity of our "Blue Planet."
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Ever wondered why lions have powerful muscular bodies like sprinters and wildebeest are more the middle distance build?
