It is also a clever creature and can hunt a wide variety of prey in very difficult circumstances.  Crocodiles are very social, sometimes joining forces with other crocs to herd prey or do drive off competitors.  Many a pride of lions has lost a dinner to voracious crocodiles.  Crocodile society is caring and nurturing.  Mothers guard and protect their young, 
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The eagle is an achievement in aeronautical design.  It is the master of the skies, soaring over vast areas searching out it's prey.  Once prey is detected it can plummet down onto it's victim, gaining speed and energy as it falls to attack the doomed creature with fearsome force.  This technique allows the bird to hunt prey far larger than itself.  No other predator can hunt out creatures in such a wide variety of conditions - gazelles on open grassland, monkeys in jungle tree tops, rock hyrax on cliff edges and fish beneath the surface of the sea.  There are very few places on earth to escape from eagle eyes.  This program includes eagles from across the globe creating a breathtaking show packed with memorable moments in stunning locations.  Because so much of the eagle's behavior takes place high in the sky, little has been shown of it until now.  This program treats viewers to remarkable aerial photography capturing the dramatic life of eagles as never before.

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Floods are unpredictable and are the most frequent and lethal of all the natural disasters, accounting for 40% of all deaths caused by 'acts of God'.  The water cycle is an endless natural circle of stabilization in which water passes from the oceans to the atmosphere, from the atmosphere to the land, and through the land on its way to the oceans. For three billion years, the total amount of water on the Earth has remained the same.  But the cycle does not manifest itself evenly across the planet or regularly in one place.  It constantly shifts from time-to-time and from place-to-place causing drought and deluge.  Drought may last a short time, or may initiate a cycle of desertification.  Radar images from the Space Shuttle reveal bedrock fifteen feet under the Sahara showing evidence of ancient hills, valleys and even rivers which would have been as wide as the Nile some 35 million years ago.  In fact, as recently as 2,000 years ago, the Roman Empire classed the Sahara as a fertile land.
